Despite staying in 
politics and never becoming a founder myself, I placed the topic in many 
conversations with my school friends.  
In 1989, I was main initiator of the big campaign and protest against nuclear 
weapons. Peace, disarmament and sustainability are, until today, core of my 
political work.
