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WHAT WE DO

Local Activities

The young people form local groups, identify local
problems, develop local action plans and implement
them. They contribute to shaping their living envi-
ronment and become part of an active civil society.

International Partnerships

In each partnership, three youth groups from three
European countries work together. They meet for
international youth encounters, support each other
in their projects and organise sustainable exchange.

Ambassadors

Active young people are trained to take on more
responsibility in their groups and in the network. They
become mentors and multipliers for the interests

of young people in Europe.
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Training for Professionals

Good youth work requires well-trained staff. In the
accompanying training programme, the profes-
sionals from the youth institutions undergo further
qualifications.

Enhancing Methods

We develop methods of international youth
work with heterogeneous target groups and test
them. We publish our experiences and make
them available to others.

Long-Term Strategy

In times of tighter budgets, youth work is under
pressure across Europe. We organise exchanges
between policy-makers, academics, professionals
and young people, and advocate for a long-term
strategy on youth policy with adequately funded
structures.
